Sandhyakaala Story Theme:

The central theme of Sandyakaala is the goodness and badness in all of you, that they coexist. In
movies, we see heroes and heroines who are good and villains who are bad. But in the real
world, it is not so simple. There are shades of good and shades of bad in all of us. Write a story
about people you know who have exhibited both these traits equally, and how these two traits
play with each other and affect each other? Do they contradict each other, or do they blend into
a single personality?

Sandhyakaala Debate Questions:

1) Was Chengappa a good or a bad person? Or both? Can the same person be both good and
bad? Do you have examples of people like that in your personal lives?

2) Why did Chengappa behave differently in the morning, evening, and night? What do these
three periods of the day represent in his life?

3) What Chengappa able to keep the 3 parts of his life separate from each other? Was he
successful in achieving all he wanted?



4) Was Chengappa justified in behaving the way he did because of the bad things that had
happened to his Galiga community? Or was he being a hypocrite and a cheat?

5) Was it alright for Chengappa to take revenge on the Cheriga community in the nighttime
and make money from them in the daytime? Is it alright for us to do bad things to others
if they have done bad things to us? Is it alright to be violent when others are violent with
us?

6) What happened that fateful day? And how did the 3 parts of his day get confused and
mixed up that day?

7) Were Chengappa’s friends justified in destroying Chengappa’s house and shop? Or should
they have respected him more for what he was trying to do for this community?

8) Kaveri knew that her husband led a double life day and night. But she was silent and did
not object to it at all. Did she do this for the sake of her children? Should she have
guestioned her husband’s behavior?

9) Kuberappa asked Chengappa to move his tailor shop to the den and run it there. Why did
he ask that? Were his intentions good or bad?

10) What does the sun not setting that fateful day mean to you? What will happen to your life
if the sun never set every evening? Is that good or bad?

11) At the end Chengappa’s friends fooled Chengappa into committing a murder. Was this the
right justice? Who is the villain in this story? Chengappa? Or Chengappa’s friends? The
Cherigas or the Galigas? Kuberappa?

12) The Cherigas and Galigas were at war and defeated each other in turn and treated each
other badly. Discuss whether you see situations like this in this world today and in your
own community. And how can we stop these problems?
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
